Despite the name, the Moroccan theme at this three-floor,

elevatorless walk-up is mostly confined to the lobby, where
an image of the country is silk-screened on the wall, carpets
adorn the tiled floor, and brightly patterned poufs invite
guests to squat around low tables. Renovated in 2008, the
125 rooms feature burnt-orange walls, exposed brick,
Moroccan ceiling fans, and stained-glass light fixitures—all of
which do their best to detract from the tiny bathrooms and
windows that face a building a mere foot away. Flat-screen
TVs, massaging showerheads, Ecco bath products and plush,
European bed linens do provide some in-room comfort, while
extra amenities like high-speed Internet access can be
ordered a la carte. (Wi-Fi is free in the lobbyv.) Still, other
typically standard fare like an on-site restaurant or an in-
house gym are lacking altogether, but this helps keeps the
price tag low, and justifies using the room essentially asa
place to drop off the bags and hit the town. For a budget
hotel, though, there are some nice touches—including a
small lobby bar and a 24-hour concierge—which have helped
make the spot popular with European tourists and visiting
Columbia University parents. — Rob Fischer
